❑ PJ’s

❑ Comfortable walking shoes  

(such as sneakers) 
❑ Pool sandals  
❑ Clothes for Messy Competitions 

(something that is ok to get dirty in...possibly 
very old clothes to dispose of afterwards?) 
 

Personal Items: 
❑ Toothbrush & paste 
❑ Soap, shampoo, razor (if needed) 
❑ Chapstick, lotion 
❑ Hairbrush, comb, etc. 
❑ Deodorant 
❑ Feminine supplies (if needed)
